即使单词拼写以辅音字母开头，但该词的读音是元音音素开头，加不定冠词时也要用“an”，例如：an hour，an honest boy；反之，拼写以元音字母开头，但读音是辅音，加不定冠词时要用“a”，例如：a university。

3.so…that与such…that:

①so…that和such…that都作“如此……以致”解，that引导结果状语从句。常见句型如下：
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②such…that和so…that有时可以换用，条件是such所修饰的名词必须是一个单数可数名词，且该名词还带有表性质的形容词。转变公式如下：such a/an+形容词+名词→so+形容词+a/an+名词。

例如：He is such a good student that we all like him.→He is so good a student that we all like him。

但是，如果是不可数名词或复数可数名词，则只能用such，不能用so修饰。

例如：It was such bad weather that he had to stay at home。

③如果复数名词前有many，few，不可数名词前有much，little等表示量的形容词时，应该用so而不用such。

如：I’ve had so many falls that I’m black and blue all over.

Mr White got so little money a month that he could hardly keep body and soul together（维持生活）。

但little不表示数量而表示“小”的意思时，仍用such。

例如：They are such little children that they cannot clean the house by themselves.

    不定代词的种类较多，用法各异，下面分别进行介绍。

    1.one，some与any的用法

    one可以泛指任何人，还可以在形容词和that、this等词后代替刚提过的可数名词，其复数形式为ones，可用作主语和宾语；one’s是它的物主代词形式，可用作宾语；oneself是它的反身代词形式，可用作宾语。some和any通常用作定语，都可用来修饰可数与不可数名词、单数或复数名词。some用于单数可数名词前，表示“某一”。some用于数词前，表示“大约”。some一般用于肯定句，any多用于疑问、否定句中。例如：

    One should wash oneself regularly.

    This film is not as good as the one I saw yesterday.

    He thought it over carefully and concluded that heavy objects always fell faster than light ones.

    We have some food left.Have you any books?I don’t have any books.

    注意：①some可用于表达邀请或请求、预期的答案是肯定的或鼓励对方给予一个肯定的答复的问句。例如：

    Could you let me have some coffee？（请求）

    Would you like some bananas？（邀请）

    ②some和any可用作主语和宾语。例如：

    Some are singing，others are dancing.（主语）

    Does any of you know Mr Wang？（主语）

    I don’t like any of the books。（宾语）

    ③some，any，every，no与one，body，thing构成的合成代词都作单数看待。另外，some的合成代词一般用于肯定句，any的合成代词一般用于否定句、疑问句和条件从句。例如：

    Did anybody ask for you outside？

    There is somebody waiting for you.

    2.each，every的用法

    ①each强调个体，可以充当宾语、定语、主语和同位语，every强调整体，相当于汉语的“每个都”，在句中只作定语。例如：

    The teacher had a talk with each of them.（宾语） 

    Each of us has two boxes.（主语）

    We have two boxes each.（同位语）

    Each boy has a bike.（定语）

    Every one has strong and weak points.（定语）

    ② each所代表的数可以是两个或两个以上，而every所指的数必须是三个以上。例如：

    Each of the two has won a prize.Every student in the class likes English.There is a line of trees on each side of the river.

    3.none和no的用法：

    ①no=no any在句中作定语，修饰可数或不数名词。none在句中作主语或宾语。none不能用来说明两个人或物。例如：

    There is no water in the well（井）.（定语）

    None of them know the story.（主语）

    I know none of them.（宾语）

    ②none代替不可数名词作主语时，谓语动词用单数形式；代替可数名词作主语时，谓语动词可用单数，也可用复数。例如：

    None of the students are（is）afraid of difficulties。

    ③none不能回答who的问题，可回答how many或how much的问题，例如：

    (误)—Who is in the classroom？—None.(改None为No one或Nobody)

    (正)—How many students are there in the classroom？—None.

    4.many和much的用法

    many和much都表示“许多”， many修饰可数名词，much修饰不可数名词，都可用作主语、宾语和定语。例如：

    Many of the students often go shopping.（主语）

    I have much to do.（宾语）

    There is not much water in the cup.（定语）

    much有时用作状语，例如：

    He likes playing football very much。（状语）

    5.few，little；a few，a little的用法

    ①few和little表示没有多少，含否定意义；而a few与a little表示有一些，有几个，含肯定意义。另外，few与a few修饰可数名词，而little与a little修饰不可数名词，它们在句中常用作定语、主语和宾语。例如：

    He knows a little English.（定语）

    He has many books.But few are interesting.（主语）

    I know a little about Japanese（宾语）

    ②a few，a little可以用quite或only修饰，few和 little则不能。例如：

    —How much water is left？

    —Only a little./Qutie a little.

    —How many books are left？

    —Only a few./Quite a few.

    6.other和 another

    other泛指“另外的”，作定语，常与复数名词或单数不可数名词连用，但如果前面有the，this，that，some，any，each，every，no，none，one，or以及形容词性物主代词时，则可与单数名词连用。例如：all other rice，no other way，the other one，any other plant，every other day，some other reason等等。

    others是other的复数形式，泛指“别的人或物”（但不是全部）。例如：

    Don’t lend the book to others.

    Some are carrying water，others are watering the trees.

    the other指“两者中的另一个”，常与one连用，作定语修饰复数名词时，表示另一方中的“全部其余的”。例如：

    He held a book in one hand and his notes in the other.

    the others是the other的复数形式，特指“全部其余的人或物”。例如：

    I have got ten pencils.Two of them are red，the others are blue.another指三个或三个以上中的任何一个，“现一……”“另一个”，作代词或形容词。例如：

    I don’t like this dictionary.Please give me another.

    one… the other指两个人或物当中的“一个”和“另外一个”；叙述三个不同的人或事物时，需用one，another，the third。例如：

    Here are two books. One is for Mary，the other is for Jack. 

    Three boys are here.One is Dick，another is Tom and the third is David.

    7.all和both的用法：

    两个词都表示整体，但both指两个人或物，而all指三个以上的人或物。在句中都可作主语、宾语、表语、同位语和定语。例如：

    All of us should work hard.（主语）

    We are all students.（同位语）

    We both like to play football.（同位语）

    We like both of the films.（宾语）

    That’s all for today.（表语）

    All knowledge comes from practice.（定语）

    注意：①all表示不可数名词时，其谓语动词用单数。

    ②both和all加否定词是部分否定。如果表示全部否定，要分别用 neither和 none，例如：

    8.neither和either的用法

    neither表示两者都不；either表示两者中的任何一个。两个词都表示单数，在句子中作主语、宾语和定语。例如：

    I know neither of the teachers.（宾语）

    1）动名词的用法：

    ①作主语。例如：

    Seeing is believing. Collecting information is very important to business man. It is no use sitting here waiting.

    注意：动名词和不定式都可以作主语，动名词作主语表示一般或抽象的多次性行为，不定式作主语往往表示具体的或一次性的动作。例如：

    Playing with fire is dangerous.（泛指玩火）

    To play with fire will be dangerous.(指一具体动作）

    但在it is no use/good,not any use /good,uselss等后一般用动名词。

    ②作表语。例如：

    My job is teaching English.

    ③作宾语。例如： 

    He is fond of playing football.

    He finished reading the book yesterday.

    ④作定语，a sitting room

    2）动名词的复合结构：动名词复合结构的一般规则是：

    ①逻辑主语是有生命的名词：作主语时，必须用名词或代词所有格，作宾语时（尤其在口语中），也可用名词普通格或人称代词宾格。例如：

    Their coming to help us was a great encour agement to us.（主语）

    She didn’t mind Jack(him)coming late.（宾语）

    They insist on Tom’s(his)staying longer.（介宾）

    ②逻辑主语是无生命名词时，只用名词普通格。例如：

    Is there any hope of our team winning the match?

    ③逻辑主语是指示代词或不定代词this, that, somebody, someone, nobody, none, anybody, anyone时，只用普通格。例如：

    She was disturbed by somebody shouting outside.

    3）动名词的时态：动名词的时态分一般时和完成时两种。如果动名词的动作没有明确地表示出时间是与谓语动作同时发生或在谓语动作之前发生，用动名词的一般时。例如：

    We are interested in collecting stamps.

    His coming will be of great help to us.

    如果动名词的动作发生在谓语动词所表示的动作之前，通常用动名词的完成时态。例如：

    We were praised for having finished the work ahead of time.

    但是在某些动词或词组后，常用动名词的一般形式，尽管其动作是在谓语所表示的动作之前发生。例如：

    On hearing the bad news，she couldn’t help crying.

    I shall never forget seeing the Great Wall for the first time。

    4）动名词的语态：动名词的被动语态也有一般时与完成时两种。当主语是这个动名词所表示的动作对象时，动名词用被动语态。被动语态由“being+过去分词”或“having been+过去分词”构成。例如：

    The young man came in without being noticed. He likes being helped.

    He was afraid of being left at home.

    The house showed no sign of having been damaged.

    有些动名词在句中是主动形式，但有被动的含义。例如：

    The house requires/needs/wants repairing.

    注：在to be worth doing句型中，动名词doing表示的是被动意义。例如：

    If a thing is worth doing，it is worth doing well.

    2.分词

    1）分词的时态和语态：

    ①分词分为现在分词和过去分词，现在分词有一般时和完成时。一般时表示和谓语动词所表示的动词同时发生的动作；完成时（having +过去分词）表示在谓语动词所表示的动作之前发生的动作。例如：

    Being a student,he was interested in books.

    He hurried home,looking behind him as he went.

    Having studied in the university for 3 years,he knows the place very well.

    ②现在分词有一般时和完成时，且有主动语态和被动语态。当句子的主语是分词动作的承受者时，分词用被动语态。如果要强调分词的动作先于谓语动作，就用分词完成时的被动形式。例如：

    The question being discussed is of great importance.Having been criticized by the teacher,Li Ming gave up smoking.

    过去分词表示在谓语动词之前发生的动作，本身有被动的含义，所以只有一般式，没有完成时。

    2)分词的用法：

    ①作定语。分词短语作定语时，放在被修饰的名词之后；单个分词作定语时，放在被修饰的名词之前。例如：

    China is a developing country.The man standing at the window is our teacher.Polluted air and water are harmful to people’s health.

    注意：现在分词作定语时，表示动作正在进行或与谓语动词所表示的动作几乎同时发生。

    如果两个动作有先有后，一般不能用现在分词作定语，而要用定语从句。例如：

    The teacher criticized the student who had broken the window.

    ②作状语：分词或分词短语作状语时，可以表示时间、原因、结果、条件、让步、行为方式、伴随状况等。例如：

    Being too old ,he couldn’t walk that far.

    While reading the book,he nodded from time to time.(时间）

    The teacher stood there surrounded by the students.(方式）

    Standing on the building,you can see the whole city. （条件）

    注意：a.分词短语作状语，其逻辑主语须与句子的主语一致。b.表示时间关系的分词短语有时可由连接词while或when引导。c.有时，“with(without)+名词（或代词宾语）+分词”的结构表示伴随情况。例如：

    The spy sat on the ground,his hands tied behind his back.

    d.当分词的逻辑主语与主句的主语不同时，分词必须有自己的主语。例如:

    Time permitting,I will finish another lesson.Her glasses broken,she couldn’t see the words on the blackboard.

    ③作表语。例如：

    The new’s inspiring.You shouldn’t try to stand up if you are badly hurt.

    ④作宾语补足语。例如：

    We saw the teacher making the experiment.John will get his room painted.

    注意：在see,hear,watch,feel,observe,have,listen to,notice等动词后，既可以用现在分词构成复合宾语，也可以用不定式构成复合宾语，但两者的含义是有差别的。用现在分词表示动作正在发生（即处于发生的过程中，还没有结束），用不定式表示动作发生了（即动作全过程结束了）。例如：

    I saw the girl getting on the bus.

    I saw the girl get on the bus and drive off.

    He had his foot hurt in the fall.He had his clothes washed.(他叫别人洗了衣服）

    We had the fire burning all day.(我们使火燃烧了一整天）

    注意：“have +宾语+现在分词”表示主体使客体处于某种状态或干什么事；“have+宾语+过去分词”表示动作是别人做的或与主体意志无关。

    3)过去分词、现在分词一般被动式及完成被动式作状语时的比较：

    ①过去分词与现在分词一般被动式作状语表示伴随动作或行为方式时，两者无多大区别，习惯上常用过去分词。例如：

    （Being)Seized with a sudden fear,she gave a scream.

    He came in,followed by a group of students.

    在某些情况下，二者则是有区别的。例如：

    Badly polluted ,the water cannot be drunk.(原因）

    Being written in haste,the composition is full of mistakes.（原因，强调写的过程，故应用现在分词一般被动式）

    ②过去分词与现在分词完成被动式皆表示已完成的动作，在意义上无多大区别。例如：

    （Having been)weakened by storms，the bridge was no longer safe.但有时是有区别的。例如：

    Having been deserted(抛弃）by his guide,he couldn’t find his way through the jungle.（为了强调已完成的动作）。

    Asked to stay,I couldn’t very well refuse.（这里asked可能意味着having been asked,也可能意味着when/since I was asked，但若用having been asked，就不会有歧义）下面句子中过去分词表示的时间与谓语动词所表示的时间相同，所以不能代之以强调先于谓语动词的现在分词完成被动式。例如：

    Covered with confusion,I left the room.我很窘地离开了房间。

    United,we stand;divided,we fall.团结则存，分裂则亡。

    ③有时现在分词一般时的被动式与其完成时的被动式完全同义，皆表示已完成的动作，这时用一般时的被动时较好。例如：

    Being surrounded (Having been surrounded),the enemy troops were forced to surrender.

    4)过去分词与现在分词意义上的区别：及物动词的过去分词表示“被动、完成”（不及物动词的过去分词只表示“完成”），现在分词表示“主动、进行”。动作动词的现在分词所描写的常是一种“动态”情景；其过去分词所描写的往往是一种静态情景，表示动作发生后事物所处的状态，试看下面的例子：

    When the autumn wind blows,you can see yellow leaves falling off trees.（树叶正在下落）

    He fell onto the fallen leaves inches thick and didn’t hurt himself（落叶）

    There stands a pine tree,covering the entrance of the cave.（正覆盖着，表示动作）

    ③先行词被all,any,every,each,few,little,no,some等修饰。例如：I have read all the books(that)you gave me.

    ④先行词被the only,the very,the same,the last修饰时，例如：He is the only person that/(who) I want to talk to .

    ⑤先行词既有人又有物时，例如：They talked of things and persons that they remembered.

    ⑥当句中已有who时，为避免重复。例如：Who is the man that is talking to John?

    ⑦用作关系代词，修饰表示时间的名词如day,time,moment等，代替when。例如：It happened on the day that/when I was born.

    ⑧如有两个定语从句，其中一个关系词已用，则另一个用that。例如：Edison built up a factory which produced things that had never been seen before.

    4.由when,where,why引导的定语从句。例如:

    ⑤on表示能作为依据或条件的原因，常译为“依照……”。例如：

    ⑥of和from表原因时常与die或类似意义的词连用。die of指因疾病、饥饿、寒冷，或害怕、羞愧等内因或外因造成的死亡结果；die from表示因伤、事故等外因或不明原因造成的死亡。与疾病名词连用时，二者均可。from还可表示懒惰等造成某种后果的原因。例如：

    His son having been killed in the war,the man died of a broken heart.儿子死于战争后，老人也因伤心过度而亡。

    In big cities during cold winter months,many old people die from the polluted air.寒冷的冬天，大城市里的许多老人死于污染的空气。

    She died of /from cancer. 她死于癌症。

    He wasn’t ill;he stayed in bed from laziness.他没病，他躺在床上只是偷懒。

    ⑦with指生理上或情感上的外界到内心的原因，意为“随着……。”例如：Gessler turned red with anger.盖斯勒气得脸都红了。

    ⑧owing to,相当于because of，多表示引起某种不良后果的原因。例如：

    Owing to the rain they could not come.都是因为那场雨他们才没能来。

    Owing to his lacking of experience,John failed this time.因为经验不足，这次约翰又失败了。

    注：owing to也可表示“欠……钱”之意。How much is he owing to you?他欠你多少钱？

    ⑨thanks to表示引起某种幸运结果的原因，常译为“幸亏……，多亏……”。例如：

    Thanks to the timely rain,the farmer had a good harvest.多亏那场及时雨，农民才有了个好收成。

    ⑩out of表示动机的起因，常译为“出于……”。例如：

    He asked the question out of curiosity.出于好奇，他提了这个问题。

    He did it out of pity.他做那事是出于同情。

More and more people are turning to use of contact lenses.But are they safe?
Latest research from Australia shows that not all chemicals are effective in killing all germs(细菌）——and some of these germs can cause blindness in just 24 hours.
While most problems with contacts still can go back to poor hygiene(卫生）or overuse,not all sight-threatening conditions only happen to those who wash their lenses under the tap or decide,while tired and emotional,to sleep in their lenses for the third night running.
Two of the biggest eye-damaging killers——protozoan acanthamoeba and bacteria pseudomonas——are all around us,in our homes and water supplies.This seemingly harmless pair can cause blindness through keratitis(disease of the cornea).
“The cornea(角膜)is like a five-layered sandwich”,says Raymond Curran,a doctor from Omagh,Northern Ireland.“Once the bacteria get into a layer they can reproduce there and turn the cornea opaque(too dark to see through).”
An optician(验光师）may see one possibly sight-threatening case each month,but at an eye hospital there may be several each week.Acanthamoeba,often seemingly mild,can be misjudged until it is too late.Meanwhile,pseudomonas,more seriously,can cause increasing sight loss with each hour that passes.If not treated immediately,patients may need a corneal replacement.
And the really bad news,according to Professor Roger Buckley,at the Moorfields eye hospital in London,is that acanthamoeba is“one of the hardest germs on Earth”——it can survive in Antarctica.

3.(★★★★★)With only about１000 pandas left in the world，China is desperately trying to clone(克隆) the animal and save the endangered species(物种)．That’s a move similar to what a Texas A＆M University researchers have been undertaking for the past five years in a project called “Noah’s Ark”．
Noah’s Ark is aimed at collecting eggs，embryos(胚胎)，semen and DNA of endangered animals and storing them in liｑuid nitrogen．If certain species should become extinct，Dr．Duane Kraemer，a professor in Texas A＆M’s College of Veterinary Medicine，says there would be enough of the basic building blocks to reintroduce the species in the future．
It is estimated that as many as 2 000 species of mammals，birds and reptiles will become extinct in over １00 years．The panda，native only to China，is in danger of becoming extinct in the next 25 years．
This week，Chinese scientists said they grew an embryo by introducing cells from a dead female panda into the egg cells of a Japanese white rabbit．They are now trying to implant the embryo into a host animal．
The entire procedure could take from three to five years to complete．
“The nuclear transfer（核子移植)of one species to another is not easy，and the lack of available （capable of being used）panda eggs could be a major problem．”Kraemer believes．“They will probably have to do several hundred transfers to result in one pregnancy （having a baby）．It takes a long time and it’s difficult，but this could be groundbreaking science if it works．They are certainly not putting any live pandas at risk，so it is worth the effort，”adds Kraemer，who is one of the leaders of the Ｐroject at Texas A＆M，the first-ever attempt at cloning a dog．
“They are trying to do something that’s never been done，and this is very similar to our work in Noah’s Ark．We’re both trying to save animals that face extinction．I certainly appreciate their effort and there’s a lot we can learn from what they are attempting to do．It’s a research that is very much needed”．

Since 1989, Dave Thomas, who died at age 69, was one of the most recognizable faces on TV. He appeared in more than 800 commercials (商业广告) for the hamburger chain named for his daughter. “As long as it works,” he said in 1991, “I’ll continue to do those commercials.”
Even though he was successful, Thomas remained troubled by his childhood. “He still won’t let anyone see his feet, which are out of shape because he never had proper-fitting shoes.” Wendy said in 1993. Born to a single mother, he was adopted (收养) as a baby by Rex and Auleva Thomas of Kalamazoo in Michigan. After Auleva died when he was 5, Thomas spent years on the road as Rex traveled around seeking construction work. “He fed me,” Thomas said,“and if I got out of line, he’d beat me.”
Moving out on his own at 15, Thomas worked, first as a waiter, in many restaurants. But he had something much better in mind, “I thought if I owned a restaurant,” he said,“I could eat for free.” A 1956 meeting with Harland Sanders led Thomas to a career as the manager of a Kentucky Fried Chicken restaurant that made him a millionaire in 1968.
In 1969, after breaking with Sanders, Thomas started the first Wendy’s Old Fashioned Hamburgers, in Columbus, Ohio, which set itself apart by serving made-to-order burgers. With 6 000 restaurants worldwide, the chain now makes ＄6 billion a year in sales.
Although troubled by his own experience with adoption, Thomas, married since 1954 to Lorraine, 66, and with four grown kids besides Wendy, felt it could offer a future for other children. He started the Dave Thomas Foundation (基金会) for Adoption in 1992.In 1993, Thomas, who had left school at 15, graduated from Coconut Greek High School in Florida. He even took Lorraine to the graduation dance party. The kids voted him Most Likely to Succeed.

Tim Berners-Lee is the man who wrote the software programme that led to the foundation of the World Wide Web. Britain played an important part in developing the first generation of computers. The parents of Tim Berners-Lee both worked on one of the earliest commercial computers and talked about their work at home. As a child he would build models of computers from packaging materials. After graduating from Oxford University he went on to the real thing. In the 1980s scientists were already communicating using a primitive version(原始版本） of e-mail. While working at a laboratory in Switzerland, Tim Berners-Lee wrote a programme, which let him store these messages. The next year his programmes were placed on to the Internet. Everyone was welcome to use them and improve them if they could. Programmers used his codes to work with different operating systems. New things like web browers and search engines were developed. Between 1991 and 1994 the number of web pages rose from 10 to 100 000.
In 1994 Tim Berners-Lee formed the newly formed World Wide Web Consortium, or W3C. More than 200 leading companies and laboratories are represented by W3C. Together they make sure that everyone can share equally on the web. “The web can help people to understand the way that others live and love. It helps us understand the humanity of people,” he says.

Teachers place a lot of importance on the qualities that make each student special. The educational systems in these countries show these values. Students do not memorize information. Instead, they work on their own and find answers themselves. There is often discussion in the classroom. At an early age, students learn to form their own ideas and opinions.
In most Asian societies, by contrast, the people have the same language, history and culture. Perhaps for this reason, the educational system in these Asian countries reflects society’s belief in group goals and purposes rather than individualism. Children in China, Japan, and Korea often work together and help one another on assignments(作业).
There are advantages and disadvantages to both of these systems of education. For example, one advantage to the system in Japan is that students there learn much more math and science than American students learn by the end of high school. They also study more hours each day and more days each year than North Americans do. The system is difficult, but it prepares students for a society that values discipline(纪律)and self-control.There is,however, a disadvantage. Memorization is an important learning method in Japanese schools, yet many students say that after an exam, they forget much of the information that they have memorized.
The advantage of the educational system in North America, on the other hand, is that students learn to think for themselves. The system prepares them for a society that values creative ideas. There is, however, a disadvantage. When students graduate from high school, they haven’t memorized as many basic rules and facts as students in other countries have.

Engineers have had to prop up (支撑) its base to prevent it from damaging the rest of the Houses of Parliament.

And the new tube (underground) tunnels were even nearer to the tower. In his opinion, no further lean should go beyond a safety limit of 27.5 millimetres over the existing lean of 220 millimetres.
To keep the lean within this limit, Burland told the British Association about the new method of pumping grout immediately under the base of the tower. More than 300 tons of grout were pumped in during construction. The tower’s, additional lean went between 10 and 25 millimetres, but never passed 27.5 millimetres.
After the construction work was completed in late 1997, a review of movements in nearby walls showed that the building was in better shape than had been thought before and the safety limit was raised to 35 millimetres before any action needs to be taken.
Since 1997,the tower has continued to lean, Burland told Modern Construction.The latest measurements, taken this year, suggest that the tower’s lean had just reached 35 millimetres. But following regular re-examinations of the tower, experts are sure that the tower has stabilised (稳定). Increasing numbers of urban Chinese are today seeking counselling on a wide range of issues related to mental health.
“We receive more than 120 visitors a day right now—20 per cent up over that of 1998,”said Zhang Haiyin,chief doctor with the Shanghai Mental Health Centre.Ten years ago,the centre received 70 to 80 visitors a week.
To accommodate the growing number of patients,the clinic has had to extend its service from five days to seven days a week.
Most of the counselling focuses on problems to do with education,employment,family life,relationships as well as mental distress,trouble and insomnia.White-collar workers are the major recipients of counselling,accounting for 30 percent of total patients,said Zhang.
“The growing visits indicate Chinese people pay more attention to their quality of life.They have a better understanding that mental health is as improtant as physical well-being.”
Chen Zhigang,an employee of a foreign-funded consulting firm in Beijing,felt depressed and was encouraged by friends to seek mental health counselling.The doctor found he was suffering as a result of workplace pressure and competition.After several months of treatment,he was back to full health.
“Mental health counselling helped reduce my pressure,”said Chen.
But many people are still reluctant to use counselling services.Zhu Chengyi,a railway worker from Shanghai,is unwilling to seek help.
“I will not go for it.It is too embarrassing for me,”said Zhu.“How can I tell my colleagues and family that I am seeking mental health counselling?They would think I was crazy.”
Zhang said a lack of information about mental health care prevented the grown of services in China.
He said a standardized training system was required to make sure all mental health doctors were properly trained.
“In Western countries,mental health counselling has a wide range of methods for consultation and treatment.We need to improve our training to upgrade our services.”

One of the women, for instance, on leaving her house for work one morning threw her pet dog cer ear-rings and tried to fix a dog biscuit on her car. “The explanation for this is that the brain is like a computer,” explains the professor. “People programme themselves to do certain activities regularly. It was the woman’s custom every morning to throw her dog two biscuits and then put on her ear-rings. But somehow the action got reversed(颠倒) in the programme.” About one in twenty of the incidents the volunteers reported were these“Programme assembly failure.”
Twenty per cent of all errors were “test failures”—primarily due to not verifying the progress of what a body was doing. A woman victim reported: “I got into the bath with my socks on.”
The commonest problem was information “storage failures”. People forgot the names of people whose faces they knew, went into a room and forgot why they were there, mislaid something, or smoked a cigarette without realizing it.
The research so far suggests that while the “central processor” of the brain is liberated from second-to-second control of a well-practised routine, it must repeatedly switch back its attention at important decision points to check that the action goes on as intended. Otherwise the activity may be “captured” by another frequently and recently used programme, resulting in embarrassing errors.

A government office recently stated that major heart surgery was often performed even though its chances of success were low. The hope is that someone in outer space may be trying to get in touch with us. Scientists also have sent radio and television messages on spaceships traveling through space,on the chance that someone may be receptive to such messages.

In recent years many countries of the world have been faced with the problem of how to make their workers more productive. Some experts claim the answer is to make jobs more varied . But do more various jobs lead to greater productivity ?There is evidence to suggest that while variety certainly makes the worker’s life more enjoyable, it does not actually makes him work harder. As far as increasing productivity is concerned, then variety is not an important factor.
Other experts feel that giving the worker freedom to do his job in his own way is important , and there is no doubt that this is true. The problem is that this kind of freedom cannot easily be given in the modern factory with its complicated machinery which must be used in a fixed way. Have you ever noticed,when looking at a map of the world ,that the east coast of South America and the west coast of Africa look as though they might fit together?If you have,you are not alone,In 1965 the English scientist Sir Edward Bullard used a computer to test the fit of the two continents and found that at an ocean depth of 2000 metres the match was very close indeed.
It seems too remarkable to be possible,but there is a lot of evidence(证据) to suggest that Africa was once joined to South America.For example,there is a belt of ancient rocks along the east coast of Brazil which is similar to the rocks across the South Atlantic in West Africa.
There is further evidence that existing land masses were once linked.The remains of a 400-to-500-million-year-old mountain chain has been found running down the eastern part of Greenland,western Scandinavia,and through north-west Scotland and Ireland,into western Canada, eventually finding their way to north-west Africa.
Then there is the evidence from life itself.In various parts of the world today the same animals and plants can be found on land masses separated by,in some cases,thousands of miles of oceans.Did they develop at the same time in two different places?It seems unlikely.Biologists believe that there must have been land bridges which have now sunk beneath the sea.Also fossils(化石) found in sedimentary rocks (fossils are the preserved remains of life forms) have allowed geologists to trace the same plants from South America,and Antarctica(北极) in rocks perhaps 300 million years old.
The ice that is now confined to(限制) the polar regions（北极或南极地区)has not always been so limited in extent.Indeed,during a period of the Earth’s history known as the permocarboniferous age(二叠石炭纪) about 250~350 million years ago there is evidence from the rocks that there were glaciers covering South America,parts of Africa,India,Australia,as well as Antarctica.On the other hand,in the northern hemisphere(北半球),there were deserts.If the continents sparead out as they are today,it is hard to understand how this could be.
So there is considerable evidence to show whole continents moved apart,and naturally many people have tried to discover how and why whole land masses moved.

Microwaves that transmit television signals always travel in straight lines. Because the earth is round, it is impossible to send live television over a long distance. For example, if we tried to send television signals directly from Europe to America, the microwaves carrying the signals would shoot into space over the Atlantic and would never reach America.
If we want to send television signals around the surface of the earth, we must send them from point to point by the relay system. On land we can set up relay stations(转播站） for this purpose, and we can pass signals from station to station in a series of straight lines. However, we cannot do this so easily over water. In order to send pictures directly across the Atlantic, for example, we would need to build a chain of relay stations across the ocean, which is about 3 000 miles wide. One choice would be to build one great tower in the middle of the ocean. But the tower would have to be 500 miles high!
Both of these ideas are impossible. So we use the communication satellite thousands of miles in outer space to relay the television signals across the Atlantic. A satellite receives the picture signals in a straight line from the ground station on one side of the Atlantic, from England, for example. Then it sends signals down again. Also in a straight line, to the ground station on the other side of the Atlantic in the United States. The communication satellite must be within the view of both ground stations at the same time.
